Shedding comprises a custom-built lined corrugated iron and
ironbark workshop approximately 11x11m, with concrete base,
power and covered patio, a classic corrugated carport and
woodshed (9 x7.5m) for day to day use. There is also an original
16x9m hay/machinery shed for farm use and hay storage which
has been structurally reinforced to ensure longevity. Other
structures you'll find useful include a potting shed, roofed cattle
yards, generous dog run, large vegetable patch and expansive

chicken coop and fenced run.
